Parent – Teacher Conversations 

Bookings for our semester 1 parent – teacher conversations will open on 

Monday. These are a first in, best dressed opportunity to book a 10 minute catch 

up with your child’s classroom teacher. Bookings are for Tuesday 1st June, which 

is the week after you receive Semester 1 reports. This will be the best 

opportunity to discuss these reports, but to also set your child up for a successful 

second semester. 

School attendance (update) 

A few weeks ago, I wrote in the newsletter about how staff are working hard to 

ensure our student attendance records are accurate. One area we are aware of 

discrepancies is students arriving at school late, so we are trialling a change. We 

still request that students who are late are brought via the office so they can be 

signed in. However, now they will collect an “entry pass” from the office staff to 

take with them to class. This entry pass will signal to their teacher that they have 

indeed been marked in at the office and are no longer on the roll as an 

unexplained absence. This entry pass change will come into effect next week and 

continue for the remainder of the term, so if you have any feedback, please let 

me know. 

So far this year, we have had 396 student sign ins for lateness. We understand 
that there are times when your child will be late to school, but if your child is 
having difficulty getting to school on time, please talk to their teacher or our 
wellbeing team about getting support. Late arrivals can be distracting for the 
class but can also cause a level of anxiety for the late student. At Anglesea 
Primary, we prioritise regular school attendance because of the daily learning, 
friendship, fun and opportunities that can shape your child’s future.  

Free Bikes 

It is the last chance to make the most of this generous offer from Jason, at the Y. 

The school has access to several second-hand bikes, courtesy of the Y Discovery 

Camp. These bikes would be suitable for students around grade 3-6 and are free 

to a good home.
